2007 PFIZER CANADA DISCOVERY DAYS IN HEALTH SCIENCES

A total of 1309 students and teachers participated in this year's events. Of those who completed our 
evaluation survey, they told us the following about their experience:

When we compared students' beliefs and attitudes towards a career in the health sciences before 
and after Discovery Day, we learned that:

94% of students expressed an increase or the same level of interest in a career in the health sciences

92% of students expressed an increase or the same level of excitement in a career in the health sciences

97% of students expressed an increase or the same level of knowledge in a career in the health sciences

90% of students were more or equally as certain about their plans for a career in the health sciences

91% of students were more or equally as clear about their plans for a career in the health sciences

PRIMING YOUTH FOR A MEDICAL CAREER

London, ON – On Friday, May 11, over 450 high school students from across southwestern 
Ontario will spend the day sampling career options at the Discovery Day in Health Sciences. 
The annual event is hosted by The University of Western Ontario and Fanshawe College and 
organized by The Canadian Medical Hall of Fame.  
 
Keynote speaker Dr. Brenda Gallie will start the day by describing her chase to find a cure for 
retinoblastoma, a hereditary cancer which causes life-threatening tumours in infants.  Dr. Gallie 
is the Director of the Retinoblastoma Program at the Hospital for Sick Children. Her work in 
saving the sight and lives of babies may someday find her in the shoes of her grandfather, Dr. 
William E. Gallie, who was inducted into The Canadian Medical Hall of Fame in 2001.    
 
“The University of Western Ontario, in partnership with Fanshawe College, is proud to offer this 
highly successful national program that has proven to raise students’ level of excitement, 
knowledge and clarity about a career in the health sciences.  We're confident that exposure to 
events like Discovery Days will peak a life-long interest in the health sciences, and many of 
those attending Discovery Days will pursue careers that help advance practice and science in 
the health professions,” says Dr. Jim Weese, Dean of Health Sciences. Other participating 
faculties at Western include the Schulich School of Medicine and Dentistry, Western 
Engineering and the Faculty of Science. 
 
Futures will open up as the day unfolds through interactive workshops, conversations with 
scientists and a panel discussion. Details are found in the attached document.

Discovery Days in 14 universities and colleges across the country and this year’s event in 
London is our biggest yet.
